2. Complete the Repeat Option Request Form.
Read each question carefully before answering. Remember that you will not be able to make changes or
withdraw your request after you submit it. You may exercise your Repeat Option one time only; use it
wisely!

3. Talk with a Financial Aid Advisor.
The Financial Aid Office will discuss with you the potential impact of using the Repeat Option. We cannot
guarantee that your TELS GPA will meet requirements after you submit the repeat form; however, we will
help you choose the best option for increasing your GPA.

4. Submit the Repeat Option Request Form.
Submit the form to the Financial Aid Office by mail, fax, or in person. The Financial Aid Office will process
your request and will notify you of the results of your request via your Columbia State student email. Please
allow 3 to 4 weeks for the processing of your request.

5. Submit a completed Columbia State Regain Option Request Form, if you have completed a TELS benchmark.
If you attempted 48, 72, or 96 hours at the end of the last semester enrolled and are at a TELS benchmark,
you may be eligible to regain the Tennessee Education Lottery Scholarship if your TELS GPA is at least 2.75 at
the 48-hour benchmark and 3.0 if at the 72-hour benchmark or the 96-hour benchmark. Please note: If the
class submitted on your Repeat Option Request Form was retaken during a semester after you reached a
TELS benchmark, you must wait until after the next benchmark to regain the scholarship. If you meet the
GPA requirement according to TELS regain rules (regardless of whether or not you are using the Repeat
Option to do so), you must submit the Regain Option Form to notify the Financial Aid Office of your status
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
